Verb + infinitive

Example Verbs for Talking about Plans:
want

hope

plan

would like

Infinitive Verb Examples:
to complete

to go

to watch

to read

to improve

to eat

Example Sentences
1. | want to complete my homework this afternoon.
2. He hopes to improve my driving skills.
3. She plans to read a book tonight.
4. They would like to watch a movie on the weekend.

Example Dialogue:

Hi! How was your day?

It was good, thanks. How was yours?
It was a long day. I'm pretty tired.
