An university is a larger institution that offers both undergraduate
and graduate programs, including master’ s and doctoral degrees.
Universities often have multiple colleges within them, such as a
college of arts and sciences, a college of business, and a college of
engineering. They may also have professional schools, such as a
law school or medical school.
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
