They express a condition of a verb (e.g., necessity, possibility, ability)
and must always be used with another verb. There are 10 modals in
English, the four we have in the chart (p. 68) and may, ought to, shall,
should, will, and would.

may can shall must might

will would should could
may can shall must might

will would should could
may can shall must might
