Giant Swallowtail

The giant swallowtail (Papilio Cresphontes) is a wonderfully “exotic” looking butterfly.
They are widely spread in various parts of North America, particularly in the south and the
east. With a wingspan about 10-16 cm, it is the largest butterfly in Canada and the United
States.

The body and wings are ark brown to black with yellow bands. There is a yellow “eye” in
each wings tail.
