Regular Verbs (Base form -s)

These verbs add "-s" in the third-person singular (he, she, it) but their pronunciation can
vary. Practice recording your voice saying the sentences or words.

Unvoiced Consonant Ending (s sound):

o walk - walks (s sound after "k")
o jump - jumps (s sound after "p")
o wash - washes (s sound after "sh")

e Voiced Consonant Ending (z sound):
o love - loves (z sound after "v")
o live - lives (z sound after "v")
o cry - cries (z sound after "y")

e Vowel Ending (iz sound):
o watch - watches (iz sound after "ch")
o play - plays (iz sound after "ay")
o fix - fixes (iz sound after "x")

Sentence Examples( Record your voice):

e The dog walks every morning. (s sound)
e She loves to dance. (z sound)
e He always watches the news. (iz sound)

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Regular Verbs
Unvoiced Consonant Ending (s sound):

kiss - kisses (s sound after "s")
laugh - laughs (s sound after "f")
miss - misses (s sound after "s")
teach - teaches (s sound after "ch")

Sentence Examples:

My mom always kisses me goodbye. (s sound)

He often laughs at my jokes. (s sound)

Do you ever miss your hometown? (s sound)

The teacher teaches us many interesting things. (s sound)

Voiced Consonant Ending (z sound):

e rub - rubs (z sound after "b")
e beg - begs (z sound after "g")
e drip - drips (z sound after "p")

Sentence Examples:

e She rubs lotion on her hands every day. (z sound)
e The child begs for ice cream. (z sound)
e Rainwater drips from the roof. (z sound)

Vowel Ending (iz sound):

e write - writes (iz sound after "t")
e make - makes (iz sound after "k")
e close - closes (iz sound after "z")

Sentence Examples:

e | usually write in a journal before bed. (iz sound)
e She makes delicious cookies. (iz sound)
e He always closes the door behind him. (iz sound)
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
