2 Imperatives

We use the infinitive form for imperatives. We use don’t + infinitive to make a negative
imperative, We sometimes put an exclamation mark (1) at the end of an imperative, to
make it stronger.

POSITIVE NEGATIVE

Come in! Don't worry.

Take aseat.  Don't forget your keys!

Stop talking! Don’tstart writing yet.
