Remember!

We often use than / the after comparative adjectives.

* I am younger my brother.

We often use than / the before superlative adjectives.
* Sheis

youngest person in her family.

We often use phrases like these after comparative / superlative
adjectives: in my family, in the world, in the class (NOT ef my family,
of the world, of the class).

We use "“as .. as” to compare two things that are the same and
“not as .. as” to say they are different:

* My best friend is as tall as me.

* I am not as young as my brother.
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
