How long is the fighe?

The average flight is 12 hours, About four hours into the flight, we usually sec the first
sea e and icebergs: W spend four hours over Antarctica and the remaining time
travelling home. On the way to and from the continent, Antarctica expents who have lived
on scientific rescarch stations there give talks on the emvironment and history, and answer
questions. A camera nest to the pilot, which is linked to the video svstem on board, gives
you a pilot's eve view throughout, from take-off to landing.

Will I gri a seat next io a window?

All passengers arc given two boarding passes. At the halfway point of the flight,
paseengers arc asked to move to the seat shown on their boarding pass. Busincss
and first class passengers will have a window scat for half of the flight and a next-to-
window seal fior the other half. Ecenemy passengers wall have a window scat or the seat
next to awindew scat for half of the flight and an ¢nd of row scat for the other half of the
flight. While ower Antarctica, we cncourage passengers to get up from their scats and
mene abot the plane, allowing evervone 1o shase the sightsceing opportunitics. The pilot
flics in Jong ‘figure 85° over vanous points of interest to allow these amazing sights to be
seen equally well from bath sides of the plane,

Asmost Antarctic wildlife lives at sea level, over 3,000 metres below the planc, we can’t
see them in any detail. ‘We do not land on Amtarctica, prmarily for environmental
reasons, To experience Anmtarctic wildlife, vou would need to join a boat tour.
