The Missing Mona Lisa

On August 21, 1911, Italian
painter Leonardo da Vinci's
world-famous painting the
Mona Lisa was stolen from
the Louvre Museum in Paris,
France. The police believed
that the painting was taken
when the museum was closed for cleaning,
and that the thief was probably someone who
worked there. But with over 800 workers at the
museum that day, it was going to be difficult to
find the thief.

Months passed and the police still had
not found the painting. Then, two years later,
something interesting happened. Alfredo Geri, an
Italian art dealer, put an ad in several newspapers,
looking to buy artwork. He received a letter from a
man who called himself “Leonardo Vincenzo!
Vincenzo, whose real name was Vincenzo Perugia,

hang it in the Uffizi Gallery in Florence. He had
to promise never to give it back to France.

They decided to meet
in Perugia’s hotel room the next day.

The police then entered, and Perugia was
arrested.
