Josie and | shared a bedroom, so we
didn’t have much space. That was our decision, though, as Josie didn’t want to be
on her own. It was hot and humid, especially at night, but we'd expected that. The
meals were delicious — and didn’t include meat or fish, which neither of us is keen
on. After dinner, all the volunteers and staff spent the evenings talking and playing
games.

Now that we're back in the UK, Josie doesn’t often talk about Thailand. But if
anyone asks her if she enjoyed her time at the sanctuary, she says she loved it.
However, I'm not sure she’s being completely honest. | think she’s probably a bit
annoyed with herself now that she didn’t take full advantage of her time there
because she was missing her friends too much. But when she looks back, she can
see how lucky she was to go there. Maybe she’ll go back one day - | certainly will!
