-We use just for something which happened very recently. We put
1.-before [ after the main verb

P've just got here

-We use already for something which happened before now or earlier
than expected. We usually put 2.- before / after the main verb
Winter has already arrived in Moscow!

-We use yet in negative sentences and questions, for something we
expected to happen before now, or that we plan to do but haven’t up
to now. We put it at the 3.-beginning / end of the sentence
