27 BC, the Senate named him (chosen by the gods'), and he
was made of Rome.

Under Augustus' rule, all civil and military powers were concentrated in
the emperor. The old institutions of the Republic had only symbolic
power. The emperor chose all government officials and issued all the
laws ( ).

He was also appointed head of the army (imperator) and had religious
authority. The emperor was worshipped as a god throughout the
Empire ( cult). This was how people showed loyalty and
obedience to Rome.

Even though the title of emperor was not hereditary, imperial dynasties
were created in which the title was passed from father to son. However,
on many occasions the military forcibly imposed new emperors.
The successors of Augustus (Tiberius, Caligula, Claudius, Nero, etc.)
consolidated this form of absolute power. It was maintained until the

end of the Roman Empire.

The Roman territories were organised into with individual

appointed by the Senate or by the emperor.

Officials enforced the emperor's orders and collected taxes. Cities were
governed by chosen by their inhabitants.

The Empire was protected from the barbarians (foreigners) by the powerful
Roman legions, who built walls and forts along the borders ( ).
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New cities were built in the provinces and were
connected by roads. Farming and artisan
production increased and trade grew.

Rome became a city of more than a million
inhabitants, where products and goods from all
over the Empire converged.

Peace and stability created a golden age throughout
the Empire. (1st and 2nd centuries).
