Besides this, other traditions such as fire dances, and various
other cultural dances are also organized.

It is the new year festival of Nepal which always falls in the middle of
April. The main attraction of this festival is a ceremonial pole of about 25
m made from a peeled tree trunk. This 4-day festival includes chariot
procession of Gods Bhairav and Bhadrakali followed by huge parades, on K.
the new year eve. The pole is pulled down on the new year morning as the |
symbol of destruction of evil.
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
