It displays a huge range of paintings from the Tudor to the Victorian
eras and is home to the largest collection of works by the world-famous romantic artist William :
Turner. There is no need to book a ticket because entry to the gallery is free! However, they
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Tate SI Ives :
- You will find the smallest of the Tate Group's galleries all the way down in the far southwest -
- corner of Britain. They built it in a beautiful location above the beach in the small seaside town
- of St Ives, West Comnwall and opened it in 1993. The gallery celebrates 100 years of works by
- artists from the area and explores West Cornwall’s connections to artists from around the
- world. They also display the works of active artists from the town itself, as well as a collection
- by the famous St Ives artist Barbara Hepworth. Entry fee is £12 or free for visitors under 18.
- Tickets are limited so they recommend booking ahead.
