POSSESSIVE PRONOUNS

Possessive pronouns replace the noun - they stand instead of the noun, so they are not used
with a noun.

possessive adjective + noun — possessive pronoun

This house is my house. —

O " This house is mine.
The milky tea is your tea. — The milky tea is yours
The smallest car is our car. — The smallest car is ours

This is my house. — This is mine.
It's your tea. — It's yours
