PRONOMBRES
Antes de pasar al ejercicio, repasemos los pronombres...
Recuerda que los pronombres sustituyen a los sustantivos. Mira este ejemplo:

Rufus is my neighbor. Rufus loves animals. One day, Rufus found a puppy in the park. The puppy
followed Rufus to Rufus’s house. The puppy was small and thin. The puppy was adorable. Rufus
fed the puppy. Now, the puppy is Rufus's pet. Rufus and the puppy are very happy together.

Rufus is my neighbor. He loves animals. One day, he found a puppy in the park. It followed him
to his house.

Este parrafo suena mas natural porque hemos sustituido algunos sustantivos por pronombres.

Observa que algunas de las palabras resaltadas son verdes, otras azules y otras rojas. Los colores indican los
tipos de pronombres utilizados.

Los pronombres sujetos son los que realizan la accién en una frase. En inglés, se anteponen al verbo (excepto
en las preguntas). Esta posicidon es la misma que en espafiol, aunque a menudo se omite porque el verbo
indica el sujeto. En inglés, no se puede omitir el pronombre.

They arrived first. = Ellos llegaron primero. = Liegaron primero.

Los pronombres objetos son los que reciben la accion en una frase. Suelen ir después del verbo. Observe la
diferencia con el espafiol. En espafiol, los pronombres objetos suelen colocarse delante del verbo.

| see him. — Yo lo veo. = Lo veo.

También, los pronombres objetos se usan después de una preposicion. Por ejemplo: for me, from her, after
them).

El tercer grupo no esta formado por pronombres, sino por adjetivos que indican posesion. (Se incluyen aqui
porque son muy similares a los pronombres.) Como son adjetivos, van delante de los sustantivos.
