PHRASAL YERBS (TwWO-WORD AND THREE-WORD VERES)

The term phrasal verh refers te a verb and parnicle which together have a special meaning. For example, put + off

means “postpone.” Sometimes a phrasal verb consists of three parts. For example, put + up + with means “1olerate.”
Phrasal verbs are also called rwo-word verbs or three-word verbs.
