African lions have been admired throughout history for as symbols of courage and strength. These iconic animals have
powerful bodies—in the cat family, they're second in size only fo tigers—and roars that can be heard from five miles
away. An adult lion's coat is yellow-gold, and juveniles have some light spots that disappear with age. Only male lions
typically boast manes, the impressive fringe of long hair that encircles their heads.

Habitat

African lions once roamed most of Africa and parts of Asia and Europe. But the species has disappeared from 94 percent
of its historic range and can only be found today in parts of sub-Saharan Africa. These lions mainly stick to the grasslands,
scrub, or open woodlands where they can more easily hunt their prey, but they can live in most habitats aside from
tropical rainforests and deserts.
