The Space and Science Centre

The Space and Science Centre is a good place to widen your knowledge about space and
exploration. There are many interesting exhibitions half of which are interactive. There are some
interesting spots to visit there such as planetarium and observatory room. The centre also offers
themed activities for students such as experimenting with colours and exploring dinosaurs.

Before you go to the centre, download its map and find out about the documentary showtime
screened at the planetarium. The centre recommends the public to purchase tickets in advance
especially at the weekends, special events and public holidays.
