Reported speech for statements

We use reported speech to repeat what someone said before the time of speaking.
To change a sentence to reported speech, we

* use reporting verbs such as say, tell, etc. and change the Present Simple to the Past Simple
Anne said, “The mansion has ten rooms.” = Anna said (that) the mansion had ten rooms.

* change can to could
Mike said to me, "I can play the guitar.” =» Mike told me (that) he could play the guitar.

* change pronouns and possessive adjectives
“I like my new sports car,” he said. =» He said (that) he liked his new sports car.
