Others, like Delilah, wish they had shared
information with a person from their past. She
says, “When | was a beginning teacher, another
teacher really supported me.

much his support meant.”

People commonly regret not paying more attention
to their relationships with themselves. Greg regrets
not exercising more and having a better diet. He
says, “| could kick myself for not being healthier
and taking better care of my body. I'm trying to do
it now, but it would have been easier to start when
| was younger.” Others wish they hadn't been so
concerned about what people thought of them
when they were younger.

Greg's father wishes he had taken time to help
people. Roger Martin, 85, says, “I really regret
being so self-centered. | always made up excuses
not to help others. Now I'm not able to do as much
as | used to. | don't live near my son and his family,
so | pay a teenager to help me with yard work. He
often stays after he's done and helps me with my
computer. Now I'm able to talk with my grandkids
and great-grandchild online. | just can't believe that
this teen takes time out of his busy schedule to
help me. | wish | had done something like that
when | was younger.”
