a building at an airport that provides services for passengers travelling by plane

a road vehicle with two wheels that you ride by pushing the pedals with your
feet

a card that you show before you get on a plane or boat

a vehicle (smaller than a ship) that travels on water

a large road vehicle that carries passengers, especially one that travels along a
fixed route and stops regularly to let people get on and off

a place at the side of a road that is marked with a sign, where buses stop

a road vehicle, usually with four wheels, that is pulled by one or more horses
and was used in the past to carry people

the place where you go to at an airport to leave your bags, cases, etc. and show
your ticket

a comfortable bus for carrying passengers over long distances

a place where buses stop; the buildings connected with this

one of the separate sections that a coach on a train is divided into

a room for waiting in at an airport, etc.

the money that you pay to travel by bus, plane, taxi, etc.

a boat or ship that carries people, vehicles and goods across a river or across a
narrow part of the sea
a way out of an airport through which passengers go to get on their plane

a shelf for bags above the seats in a train, bus, etc.

a wide road. with at least two lanes in each direction, where traffic can travel
fast for long distances between large towns. You can only enter and

leave motorways at special junctions.

a person who is travelling in a car, bus, train, plane or ship and who is not
driving it or working on it

a person walking in the street and not travelling in a vehicle

a flying vehicle with wings and one or more engines

a track with rails on which trains run

a place where trains stop for passengers to get on and off

a ticket for a trip from one place to another and back again

a large vehicle for carrying heavy goods
