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SUFFRAGE

+ Refers to the right to vote in public elections

« Empowers individuals by giving them a voice in government
decisions

» Universal suffrage: All adult citizens, regardless of gender,
race, or social status

« Restricted suffrage: Limited by factors such as gender,
property ownhership, race, or literacy

« Women's suffrage, activists campaighed through protests,
lobbying, and civil disobedience.
