« Talk students through the information on the
PowerPoint, this should introduce students to the
topic of Spreading Cultures in China and Southeast
Asia. Hand out the first activity card to students and
the answer sheet.

» Give students the instruction that they are trapped.
Once they have completed the first clue card, you
will then give students the answer code for that card
to write on their answer sheet, and then give them
the next clue card.

» After students have successfully completed all six of
the task cards, they should have all six letters that
spell out a word on their answer sheet.

» Teacher then get students to complete the plenary
questions and discuss the answers as a class.
