My First Job Interview

In my experience, a job interview can take many different forms, from a quick chat over the
telephone to a five-day grilling by a panel of experts. To a large extent, the nature of the interview
depends on the type of job involved; you are unlikely to be interviewed by telephone if you are
applying for the post of managing director in a large international company!
