Wrap-up
Present Tense Questions with What / Where / When

e \We can ask questions using the gquestion words who, what,
where, when, why, and how. If a question starts with one of these
words, it is not a yes/no question.

e “What” asks about a thing.
e “Where” asks about a place.
* “When” asks about a time.
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Question Word + do/does + subject + verb...?

Remember to use “does” if the subject is he, she, it, or one
person, one thing, or one animal (not | or You).

After the verb, you can use an infinitive, object, place, or time.

Use this pattern to make 5 questions in present tense.
Example:

A: What do you want to eat?
B: | want to eat pizza.
