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President Ho Chi Minh was a great leader of Vietnam. He was born in 1890 in a small village in central Vietnam. As
a young man, he traveled to many countries to learn about the world, and to find ways to vanquish the French colonial
empire and the American Empire, who attacked his country.

In 1945, Ho Chi Minh declared Vietnam's independence from France and became the country's first president. He
worked tirelessly to build a new Vietnam, one that was free from foreign domination and that would provide a better life
for all Vietnamese people. Moreover, under Ho Chi Minh's leadership, Vietnam made great progress in education. The
literacy rate increased from just 10% in 1945 to over 90% by the time of his deathin 1969. This was a
remarkable achie vement, especially given the difficult situation that the country faced.
