Possessive adjectives

We use possessive adjectives to show who owns or “possesses”
something.

Examples:

¢ | have a bag - this is my bag.

* You have a cap - that is your cap.

¢ He has a shirt - it is his shirt.

® She has a book - it is her book.

* The dog has a bed - it is its bed.

¢ We have an apartment - It is our apartment.
* They have a daughter - she is their daughter
