The Solar System is a group of planets, moons, and other objects that
orbit the Sun. The Sun is at the center of the Solar System and is a very
hot, glowing ball of gas. It provides light and heat to all the planets.
There are eight planets in the Solar System. The four planets closest to
the Sun are Mercury, Venus, Earth, and Mars.
