ZOOKEEPER EMILY TAYLOR

Emily Taylor works as a zookeeper at the Greenfield Wildlife Park. Ever since she was a child, she loved
animals and always knew she wanted to work with them. “I remember going to the zoo with my family and
being amazed by how the keepers cared for the animals,” she says.
