This time tomorrow we'll be taking our exams.

« to ask someone about their plans for the future.
Will you be visiting us next summer?

» to talk about something that we are sure will happen
because it is part of a routine, part of a plan or part of a
schedule of future events,

They’'ll be playing their favourite online game in the
afternoon,

Time expressions

We often use the future continuous with these time words and
phrases:

tomorrow, tomorrow evening, this time tomorrow, at eight
o'clock, on Monday, in two weeks, etc.

They'll be waiting for us outside the Internet café at nine
o'cloch.

Time expressions
We often use the future perfect simple and future perfect continuous with these time words and
phrases:
by, by the time, before, in a year's time, in ten minutes, soon, etc.
Dr Straw will have been teaching at the university for more than twenty years by the time he retires.
