The Secrets of Sleep
Research by the National Sleep Foundation in Washington says that we all need eight hours' sleep every night.
Scientists have found that people who sleep for less than six and a half hours a night are more often ill than people
who sleep for eight hours. Going without sleep also increases the chance of serious illness. “Workaholics™ who
sleep for less than five hours often die young and so less well at work.
The scientists found that, on average, adults sleep for seven hours a night, with 32% sleeping less than six hours,
It also says that the idea that we need less sleep as we get older 1s completely untrue. “People have no idea how
important sleep is to their lives™. Dr. Thomas Roth, director of the Foundation says 'Good health needs good
sleep.'
