Swiss Watchmakers On Time

ZURICH (January 10) — More than
half of office workers at a watch
factory set their watches to the
second, and many give themselves
a few extra minutes, according to a
new study.

The study, by a famous watchmaker
in  Switzerland, also suggested
that female employees are more
concerned about being on time than
male employees are.

The watchmaker asked 500 of its
office workers in the Swiss city of
Zurich about their watch habits, and

found that 53 percent said they set
their watches to the second and 41
percent said they set them at least
two minutes fast.

Women were more likely than men
to add a little more time. Fifty-five
percent of the women said they
set their watches forward — by an
average of 2.5 minutes — but only
32 percent of men said they do the
same.

The study also found that the typical
office worker at the company owns
an average of 3.7 watches.
