o Modo de articulacion, lugar de articulacion y sonoridad organizados en
una tabla o con vifetas.

o (Opcional) Agregar una imagen que represente la palabra.

2. Grabar el audio para cada flashcard

Usa una herramienta como Vocaroo, Audacity o el grabador de voz de tu
teléfono/computadora para grabar la pronunciaciéon de cada palabra.

Guarda cada archivo de audio con un nombre claro, como: cat.mp3,
goat.mp3, etc.

3. Subirlas a Liveworksheets

Ingresa a Liveworksheets y registrate o inicia sesion.

Sube el documento de Word o PowerPoint como PDF o imagenes.

Usa la herramienta de audio para asignar el archivo de Sound a cada
palabra.

Guarda y prueba la actividad.
