» Although you can listen to each audio twice, you may want to go through the first 5-6
questions quickly if you think the answer is clear. This way you will have more time to
think about your answers when the questions become more difficult,

 You should try to eliminate the answers you know are wrong, as well as trying to
identify the correct answer. This way, if you're not sure, your guess will only be
between two possible choices and you will have a 50% chance of guessing it correctly.
