1) WILLFUTURE: WILL + VERB

Forecasts & Predictions: (with NO CLEAR PRESENT EVIDENCE)

Spontaneous Decisions or Immediate plans (made at the time of speaking,
always connected with new information)

Promises Will (usually used with “to promise” and “to swear” or any other
equivalent ) and Refusals (negativa o rechazo) won't

Requests (more informal than questions with “would”or “could” but the
same as the ones with“can”) and Invitations (similar to “shall” and “let’s")
Commands or Orders: (a little less direct than IMPERATIVE MOOD)

Personal Opinions or Assumptions & Expectations: Desires, Thoughts and
Beliefs (used with the verbs “to think”, "to believe”, “to guess” or “to expect”
or expressions like “of course”, “maybe[perhaps/probably”, “I'm surefI'm
afraid”, “Don’t worry!”, etc.)

Threats (amenazas) or Warnings (advertencias): eg.: | will kill you (threat) [
Itis freezing outside! Put on a coat or you will catch a cold! (warning)
Willingness (voluntad/disposicién) to do something (para hacer algo): eg.: |
will/won't work this weekend.

Certainty (certeza) about the future: without the speaker’s intention

» Scheduled Events (concerts, exhibitions, etc)
» Repeated Schedules (classes, work, shops,, etc.)
= Events on the Calendar (celebrations, birthdays, public holidays, etc)
