Chester is a small historic city in the North West of
England. It is very near North Wales, which you can see
from the city walls. It has a river, four main streets,

a famous clock and many shops and buildings. Most of
the shops aren’t very old, but tourists think they are
because they look like buildings from six hundred years
ago.
