INTRODUCE PLACES

HAUNTED HOUSE

Personification (Give human qualities)
E.g The eerie windows of the house glared at us, warning us not to come near.

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CHALLENGE

Metaphor (Compare it to something else)
E.g The chances of winning the competition was like finding a needle in a haystack!

STAGE FRIGHT

Simile (Compare it to something else using like or as)
E.g Pale as a ghost, | stood rooted to the ground as | stared at the sea of faces.

Use a simile
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FORESHADOWING

Do not reveal but indicate what a reader can look forward to in
your story.

E.g | was expecting everything to go without a hitch. Little did | know, | was dead

wrong!
