project like redecorating your child’s room. It just depends on what interests you and your child
have in common.

These activities might not happen spontaneously. You might need to discuss ideas with
your child and plan to spend some time together. If spending free time with you is a new thing,
your child might need some encouragement before they're keen. If this is an issue, you could plan
short activities you know your child is likely to enjoy to start with. Besides, you could ask your
child whether they’d like to invite a friend along. If you spend time together often enough, your
child will probably start to feel more enthusiastic, so keep trying. You might need to try a range
of activities before you find one you both like.
