Grandparents are becoming the forgotten generation, with youngsters now too busy to listen to their
stories from the olden days.

A study of 1,000 five- to 18-year-olds reveals just 21 per cent will visit their older relatives to hear
about how their lives were different in the past; such as where they worked, how it was living in the war,
and how they met the love of their life. More than half of youths have no idea what job their grandparent
did before retirement. Sadly, one in ten admit they are simply not interested in their grandmother's or
grandad's talents and interests, and a quarter only turn up to see them for pocket money.
