Let Students Grade Teachers

The main benefit is that grading by students will help teachers improve. For
example, Patricia Wilkins is a kindergarten teacher in the U.S. She was graded

by her students. She said the grading was very helpful. She learned that half

her students thought they did not learn enough

in class. She used this information to teach her
students better, Second, students deserve a voice.

Do Not Let Students Grade Teachers

To begin, students might not rate their teachers fairly. Students will use grading
as a chance to get out their anger at a teacher. This is because students are too
young to grade rationally. Second, grading by students usually does not show
the teacher’s ability, In one experiment, an actor
gave a false lecture in front of a group of medical
students. But the students gave him good scores
because he was so confident with his lecture. This
shows that grading by students cannot always

measure a teacher’s ability accurately.
