In general, while Australian exports to China and India increased over
the period, the US and Japan saw a decline in products imported from
Australia. In addition, China experienced the biggest increase in
exports over the period, making it the biggest export market of
Australia from around 2007 onwards (tré di).

In 1990, Japan was the leading export market of Australia, receiving
over 25% of all exported goods. China, however, received only a mere
(nho) 57%. By 2012, the percentage of exports to Japan had dropped to
