CONDITIONALS REVIEW ENGLISH

Conditional sentences express outcomes based on specific conditions or situations.
They consist of two clauses, each using a different grammatical form depending on
the type of conditional being expressed. Here is an overview of the structure for the
four types of conditionals:

Zero Conditional
If + presentsimple, present simple.

If you heat ice, it melts.

First Conditional
If <+ presentsimple, will / won't + base verb.

If we take the bus, we will arrive on time.

Second Conditional
If + pastsimple, would / wouldn't + base verb.

If | had more money, | would buy a bigger house.

Third Conditional

If 4+ pastperfect, would / wouldn't + past participle.

If | had had a good job, | wouldn’t have applied for this new job position abroad.
