| first became interested in fake photography when | was a boy. My grandmother had an old black and white photo
on her wall. It was a girl in a white dress sitting on the grass in some woods — nothing amazing about that. But on
the floor beside her was a fairy. The fairy was slightly out of focus, but it looked very real. My grandmother insisted it
was a real fairy but as | grew older, | knew that the photo couldn’t be real. The photo, taken by two girls in the early
part of the 19" century, became very famous.
