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GRAMMAR: reported speech

In this section, we will review reported speech—that is, when you relay to someone what someone else has
said to you. The rules for reported speech are not difficult...

s  When reporting, you use a reporting verb like "said” or “told". Remember that when you use “told”
you must include the recipient: “I told him".

e When reporting, you take one step back in verb tense. For example, if the original speech is in
present tense, you report in past; if the original speech is in present perfect, you report in past
perfect. See the chart for examples in each verb tense.

o There are exceptions to this rule:
— Occasionally, we don't need to change the present tense into the past if the
information in direct speech is still true (but this is only for things which are general
facts, and even then usually we like to change the tense):

direct speech: The sky is blue.
reported speech: She said (that) the sky is blue.
reported speech: She said (that) the sky was blue.

— Also, although you can move from past to past perfect, it isn't necessary. In other
words, you don't need to change the past tense.

direct speech: |/ bought a car.
reported speech: She said (that) she had bought a car.
reported speech: She said (that) she bought a car.

— Several modal verbs do not change. These are marked with an asterisk ( * ) on the
chart.

» When reporting, don't forget to change pronouns, possessives and time expressions. For example:

direct speech: I am excited about my birthday party tonight.
reported speech: She said (that) she was excited about her birthday party last night.

PRONUNCIATION: words with silent letters

English is a very difficult language to spell. (I think that | mentioned to you once that in the US, students
take classes in spelling because it is so difficult.) One thing that makes spelling difficult is the use of silent
letters. Because of its unique history—English was an unwritten language for 100 years during the Norman
conquest—and because English has adopted words from several foreign languages, many words in English
have silent letters. But patterns exist to help you. Let’s start with the following rules:
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Silent k before n. Frequently, a
silent k precedes n in words such as
“knife,” "knuckle,” "knight,” "know,”
and "knot.” When you speak it,

the k is dropped in this situation, and
only the n is pronounced. This
pattern has Germanic roots and dates
back to the Old English era.

Silent g before n. The g before n in
words such as “sign”, "gnaw”, and
"gnat” is silent. As in the above
scenario, when you speak one of
these words, the g is dropped, and
the word is pronounced beginning
with the consonant n sound.

Silent b after m. Silent letters in words of Germanic origin don't only occur at the beginning of words.
Such is the case of words that feature a b following an m. You can find evidence of this in words such as
“climb,” "limb,” “dumb,"” "comb," and "crumb.” In these waords, the m is preserved but the following

consanant b sound is dropped.

Silent h in words of Latin origin. Finally, some words of Latin (or specifically French) origin may feature a
silent h at the beginning of words. You can see this pattern in words like "honest” and "hour.” In this
situation, speakers drop the initial h and begin with the vowel o instead. The h can alsc be dropped in
words of Germanic origin. In these instances, such as in the word "school".
