When people think about ancient civilisations, Egypt in Africa is often one of the
first places that comes to mind. Ancient Egyptian people believed strongly in life after
death. Because of this belief, they carefully prepared the bodies of important people and
turned them into mummies. These mummies were placed inside tombs, along with food,
Jewellery, and special objects.

One important object was the canopic jar, which was used to store the organs of the dead
person. The rulers of ancient Egypt were called Pharaohs, and their tombs were often very
large and beautifully decorated. The walls of these tombs were covered with hieroglyphics,
a form of picture writing used by ancient Egyptians to record history and beliefs.

In another ancient civilisation, the Romans used Roman numerals fo write numbers. They
also enjoyed watching gladiators fight in large stadiums. Although Egypt and Rome were
different, both civilisations left behind amazing achievements that help us understand the

ancient world today.
