Slump: Sharp, significant drop, often suddenly (stronger than "declined"). Use for dramatic falls in sales, prices, or figures,
Slipp: Gradual, minor decrease (gentler than "dropped"). Perfect for small, steady declines over time.
Plung: Sudden, steep drop (most dramatic downward verb). Shows rapid, severe decline to a low point.

Soare: Rapid, strong upward movement (faster than "rose"). For explosive growth or sudden peaks.
Level off: Become flat/horizontal after rising or falling. Movement stops; stays steady at a new level
