Introduction

In this verb to be worksheet, students practice present simple
verb to be subject-verb agreement in affirmative and negative
sentences as well as questions and answers.

Procedure
Give each student a copy of the two-page worksheet.

First, students read a text about a family and underline all the
examples of the verb to be in the description.

Next, students read statements about the text and mark them
true or false.
