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A. Sir Arthur Conan Doyle was born in Picardy Place, Edinburgh,
Scotland in 1859. At school, he developed a talent for storytelling.
He wanted to become a well-established writer — especially in the
historical novel field. However, from 1876 to 1881, he studied
medicine at the University of Edinburgh; he trained as a doctor and
later set up a medical practice in Plymouth and later Portsmouth.

B. Every afternoon, as they were coming home from school, the
children used to go and play in the Giant’s garden. It was a large
lovely garden, with soft green grass. Here and there over the grass
stood beautiful flowers which were like stars. There were twelve
peach-trees that in the springtime broke out into delicate blossoms
of pink and pearl; and in the autumn they gave rich fruit.
