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Talking about obligation in the past and the present:

PRESENT: have/ has to (+) infiinitve without “to”

PAST: did not have to (+) infiinitve without “to”

Look at the table. Use the information to talk about things people did not have to
do in the past but have to do or do in the present.

In the past, | (- / study) every day,
but now | (+/ study) every day for one hour.

In fourth grade, Celia (- / learn) French,
but this year she (+ / study) French in fifth grade.

In the past, Nuria and Lorena (- / take)

the bus to school, but now they (+ / take) the bus

to school every Friday.
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
